CIPA

Childrenôs Internet Protection Act

ÅSchools and libraries must use computer filtering 
software programs to prevent the on-screen depiction of 
obscenity, child pornography or material that is harmful 
to minors.

ÅRequired to adopt and implement a policy addressing: 
ï(a) access by minors to inappropriate matter on the Internet;

ï(b) the safety and security of minors when using electronic mail, 
chat rooms, and other forms of direct electronic communications;

ï(c) unauthorized access, including so-called ñhacking,ò and other 
unlawful activities by minors online;

ï(d) unauthorized disclosure, use, and dissemination of personal 
information regarding minors;

ï (e) restricting minorsô access to materials harmful to them.

Basic Component of  a CIPA-
Compliant Internet Safety Policy:

1. Applies to both minors and adults.

2. Specifiy use of filtering mechanism 
as well as conditions/procedures for 
disabling or making it less 
restrictive.

3. Emphasize staff responsibilities in 
supervising online activities.

4. Address issues regarding safe use 
of email and disclosure of personal 
information.

Disabling the filters for ñBona fide researchò

We decline to promulgate rules mandating how 
entities should implement these provisions. 
Federally-imposed rules directing school and 
library staff when to disable technology protection 
measures would likely be overbroad and 
imprecise, potentially chilling speech, or otherwise 
confusing schools and libraries about the 
requirements of the statute. We leave such 
determinations to the local communities, whom we 
believe to be most knowledgeable about the 
varying circumstances of schools and libraries in 
those communities.
